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Grant Application
Grant Criteria

In order to facilitate equitable distribution of the grant monies, Pay the Rent will ensure that all the clans in Bundjalung land will have an equal possibility of receiving grant monies. It is envisaged that each of the different groups will be a recipient in turn.

Applicants can be anyone from the community: individuals, businesses, organizations, including from within Pay the Rent or the Bundjalung Elder’s Council, Aboriginal or non-Aboriginal as long as the focus is for the benefit of Aboriginal people in the Bundjalung region. All submissions must follow the same application procedure. 

Priorty will be given to applications that most fit the Mission Statement and Vision of Pay the Rent. Pay the Rent aims to ensure all guidelines are clear, so that there is openness and transparency in what will be funded, when and why. Consideration will be given to how closely the applications follow the guidelines for approvals, what projects have previously been funded and the amount requested. Communication and follow up will take place with rejected submissions to explain, or re-work proposals. 

Pay the Rent Trust aims to fund projects which foster fundamental change, address racism and injustice at a core level, and have long term impact for the benefit of Aboriginal people. Examples of the type of qualities that Pay the Rent Trust aims to fund are projects that:
Enhance Aboriginal self-determination and self-governance, generate funds for the community, support local Indigenous businesses, encourage recognition of Aboriginal sovereignty and land rights, and empower the local Indigenous community
Strengthen cultural knowledge, heritage and language, promote understanding of Aboriginal protocol & law, support language documentation and language education in the wider community, and give public profile to cultural knowledge & heritage
Focus on community empowerment and education through festivals, kids’ camps, gatherings to share cultural knowledge, healing initiatives to alleviate social problems such as drug and alcohol abuse and violence

Break down racism through awareness-raising of racism and internalized racism, by measures such as events, speakers, workshops, festivals, ads, literature, art and comics.
Build understanding of Aboriginal ways of being, by means of art, language and cultural tourism.
Pay the Rent will work with Grant Applicants to help and encourage them to meet these criteria, if needed.
