Grant Criteria

In order to facilitate equitable distribution of the grant monies, Pay the Rent will ensure that all the clans in Bundjalung land will have an equal possibility of receiving grant monies. It is envisaged that each of the different groups will be a recipient in turn.

     Have long term impact 

· Enhance self-determination and self-governance
Programs that generate funds for the community, and that go back into the community.

Programs that support local Indigenous businesses

Programs that encourage recognition of Aboriginal sovereignty and land rights

Empowerment of the local Indigenous community
· Strengthen cultural knowledge, heritage and language

Education of people on Aboriginal protocol, law etc

Support language documentation and bring it to schools and the wider community

           Give more prominence to cultural knowledge, heritage and language
· Focus on community empowerment and education
Festivals, kids’ camps

Gatherings to share cultural knowledge

Healing initiatives to alleviate social problems such as drug and alcohol abuse and violence
· Break down racism
